All three grant types – district, global, and packaged – 
can support humanitarian projects, scholarships, and 
vocational training teams.

Let’s talk for a minute about those vocational training 
teams. Under Future Vision, the Foundation is expanding 
its commitment to vocational training by transforming 
the traditional group study exchange into the new 
vocational training teams, or VTTs.  VTTs offer great 
flexibility because 

•	 They can be made up of Rotarians and non-
Rotarians.

•	 There are no restrictions on team size or members’ 
age. 

•	 They can focus on training or on being trained.

•	 And they offer opportunities for international 
fellowship and cultural exchange similar to that of a 
traditional GSE. 

To recap, under Future Vision, The Rotary Foundation is 
reducing the number of grant types from 12 to 3.  District 
grants, which offer considerable flexibility and can be 
used to fund smaller projects both locally and abroad.  

Global grants, which support larger projects that have 
sustainable, measurable, high-impact outcomes in one 
or more areas of focus.  And packaged grants, which 
support projects that are designed with a strategic 
partner and are funded entirely by the Foundation and 
the partner organization.

The Rotary Foundation’s goal under Future Vision is to 
direct 80% of our grant award monies to projects and 
activities with greater focus, and longer-term, sustainable 
efforts.

Thanking of Guest Speaker

PRC WEEKLY MEETING HELD ON 19th November 2012
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In 1917, The Rotary Foundation was created with one 
simple goal--“To do good in the world.”  

In 1947, the Foundation awarded its first grants in  
the form of ambassadorial scholarships to 18 Rotary 
Fellows.  

In 1965, The Rotary Foundation launched GSE and 
Matching Grant programs to focus on international 
humanitarian, vocational, and cultural efforts of 
Rotarians.  By initial design, Matching Grants were 
intended to support relatively small, one-time projects

1965 – 2000: 10,000 Matching Grants
2000 – 2004: 10,000 Matching Grants

By 2004, the Foundation was making more than 4,000 
grants per year, with matching grants growing at an 
unsustainable rate.

We were still “doing good in the world,” but…

The Foundation’s grant business had become a 
confusing and frustrating maze, inefficient, and expensive 
to operate, with a dozen different grants, each with their 
own rules, funding, and processes. 

In 2005-06, our Foundation was using only 20% of its 
program awards to fund grants with clearly defined high-
impact, sustainable activities.  The rest—the other 80% 
of the grant projects—were not quite hitting the target. 
Many of them met real needs, but they had limited, short-
lived impact. Was our Foundation getting the greatest 
return on donors’ investments?  The Foundation had to 
look at new ways of doing good in the world.

And so Future Vision was born. Many Rotary groups 
participated in   developing it.   

Grassroots Rotarians and Rotary’s senior leaders 
provided input through surveys and focus groups. 
We also heard from industry experts. And since  
the beginning of the pilot, Rotarians in the 100+ pilot 
districts have been helping shape the final aspects of 
the plan.

The goals of Future Vision are to: 

•	 Simplify and streamline Foundation’s grant activities 
and their rules and processes

•	 Create bigger projects that have lasting, sustainable 
impacts, help more people, and provide greater 
support for Rotary’s public image 

•	 Empower Rotarians by giving them greater flexibility 
in their grant activities

•	 And, finally, align and focus Rotarian service efforts 
within six areas of focus  

These areas of focus were identified by studying the past 
10 years of Rotarian service interests.  They provide the 
focus needed to make larger impact, while aligning with 
the majority of Rotarian service efforts and the world’s 
most urgent needs.

To reduce the confusion, cut through the red tape, 
and make and the system easier to use, the designers 

decreased the number of grant types from twelve to 
three:

•	 District grants

•	 Global grants

•	 Packaged grants

These are in addition to PolioPlus and Rotary Peace 
Centers programs, which are still top priorities for 
The Rotary Foundation and will continue as currently 
structured.

District grants are issued annually in a lump sum to the 
district, based on submission of a simple spending plan.  
District grants offer flexibility because: 

•	 They support short-term activities that can be either 
local or international

•	 The projects they fund must align with the 
Foundation’s mission, but don’t have to conform to 
the six areas of focus

•	 And district grant projects can include cultural and 
fellowship exchanges by individuals and groups 
similar to a traditional group study exchange

Global grants were designed to focus the majority of  
The Rotary Foundation resources on larger, more 
sustainable projects that fall within the six areas of  
focus.  

•	 Global grants are supported by a minimum match 
from the World Fund of US$15,000 which means 
that the minimum project cost is US$30,000.    

•	 Global grants are international, requiring a partnership 
between a host club or district and at least one club 
or district across borders.

•	 Finally, global grants must be sustainable, which 
means they are designed and implemented so that 
the benefiting community can maintain long-term 
solutions to community needs after grant funding 
ends.

Global grants must be targeted to one or more of 
the areas of focus, such as water and sanitation, and 
disease prevention and treatment, but I am sure you 
know them all by heart.  

The Foundation has provided greater clarification in  
the area of focus policy statements as a result of the 
pilot.

PACKAGED GRANTS: The final type of grant under 
Future Vision is packaged grants, which build on 
Rotary’s tradition of partnering with other organizations 
to pool resources and expertise in order to achieve 
greater impact.  

The Foundation develops these grants with its selected 
strategic partners. Thus far during the pilot, we have 
formed strategic partnerships with:

•	 Aga Khan University

•	 Oiko Credit

allow clubs sufficient time to learn about district grants 
and submit proposals.

Future Vision pilot districts gather to communicate 
lessons learned

Districts 6900, 6970, and 7690 came together at the 
zone 30 and 31 Rotary institute in September and 
held a panel discussion on what they had learned by 
participating in the three-year Future Vision pilot. The 
districts agreed on 10 major lessons learned to share 
with the Rotary world:

1.	 Patience and flexibility with the new processes and 
greater appreciation of Foundation staff support

2.	 A more businesslike approach to the grant process 
— from grant applications to reporting and record 
keeping/fiduciary responsibility

3.	 An improved and streamlined grant structure, 
reducing the number of grants from 12 to three: 
district, global, and packaged

4.	 Districts receive up to 50 percent of District 
Designated Fund (DDF) allocations for a district 
grant, which is 2.5 times the amount previously 
available for a District Simplified Grant. The increase 
in available DDF money requires development of a 
district spending plan.

5.	 Increased grant activity and improved collaboration 
and partnership at the club and district levels

6.	 More focused global grant activities because of their 
required alignment with one or more areas of focus

7.	 Larger global grant projects, which allow for greater 
impact of activities and improved community 
involvement with more sustainable and measureable 
results

8.	 Revised scholar and vocational training team 
opportunities through district and global grants

9.	 Greater need for grant education at the club and 
district levels, including stewardship, record keeping, 
reporting, sustainability, and outcome measurability

10.	Greater need for training Rotarians at the club level 
and their involvement at the district level to support 
the Future Vision Plan

2012-13 District Simplified Grants still available

More than 170 districts still participating in humanitarian 
grants have yet to request their District Simplified Grant 
(DSG) for 2012-13. The 2012-13 DSGs allow the 
districts to use up to 20 percent of the DDF allocations 
that became available this year. Information about 
DSGs, including DSG request forms, is available on the 
Rotary website. District governors and district Rotary 
Foundation committee chairs can find out the amount 
available in 2012-13 and the status of previous DSGs by 
contacting the Humanitarian Grants staff.

Available 2012-13 packaged grants

Packaged grants enable Rotary clubs to work with The 
Rotary Foundation’s strategic partners on predesigned 
projects and activities funded entirely by the World 
Fund. Grants for projects with the following partners are 
currently available and will be awarded to pilot districts 
on a first-come, first-served basis:

•	 Aga Khan University — vocational training teams in 
maternal and child health

•	 Mercy Ships — vocational training teams in disease 
prevention and treatment

•	 Oikocredit — humanitarian projects in economic and 
community development

•	 Additional packaged grant opportunities will be 
available to all Rotary clubs in 2013-14.

Ride to End Polio raises more than US$320,000 for 
polio eradication

Ninety Rotarian cyclists from clubs throughout the 
United States took part in the El Tour de Tucson on 17 
November in Arizona, raising more than US$320,000 for 
polio eradication.

RI General Secretary John Hewko and his wife, Marga, 
were among the Rotarians, friends of Rotary, and family 
members who hit the pavement along with 9,000 riders 
from around the world in the charity bike ride, sponsored 
by the University Medical Center in Tucson, Arizona, 
completing distances of 42, 60, 85 or 111 miles. 
The Hewkos also exceeded their goal of $111,000 in 
pledges, raising more than $200,000 for the ride.

Rotarians have been taking part in the ride since 2009, 
when the End Polio Now campaign was designated an 
official beneficiary of the race, allowing Rotary to enroll 
cyclists to gather pledges for the campaign. In that first 
year, 27 cyclists raised $35,000. The number has grown 
steadily since.

This year’s festivities included a pre-ride dinner the night 
before. Rotarians also staffed a water station along 
the route, and a booth at the finish line where finishing 
cyclists could gather and learn more about Rotary and 
polio eradication.

Since 1985, Rotary and its global polio eradication 
partners have spearheaded the effort to rid the world 
of the crippling disease. Cases have dropped to an all-
time low -- there were fewer than 200 worldwide in 2012 
as of 31 October - and only Afghanistan, Pakistan, and 
Nigeria remain polio-endemic.

But a $700 million funding shortfall for the Global Polio 
Eradication Initiative threatens to impede progress. 
Already the funding gap has curtailed scheduled 
immunization activities in polio-affected countries. If 
eradication fails and polio rebounds, up to 200,000 
children per year could be paralyzed.

Rotary is ramping up its advocacy work in the 200 
countries and regions where Rotary clubs exist to 
encourage every national government to commit to 
help meet the shortfall. Visitors to www.endpolionow.
org can lend their voice to the advocacy efforts by 
signing a petition for world leaders. Supporters can also 
upload their photos to be part of the World’s Biggest 
Commercial, a new initiative to promote polio eradication 
launched on World Polio Day.
